2.3. Mr. Rosen was requested to notify the Finance Committee of both dates and to send the Fi-
nance Committee a copy of the email sent to the Board of Water Commissioners so that they 
understood the areas that the WLMAC would like to discuss. 

3. Discussion of Agenda Items For Joint Meeting:  The committee members voiced their ideas about 
the initial areas which they would like to discuss with the members of the AWD Finance Commit-
tee.  As the committee hoped that this joint workshop would be the first of a number of cooperative 
discussions with the Finance Committee, the sense of the WLMAC was that the topics discussed to 
be kept to a minimum to allow both committees to understand each other’s thought process.  The 
initial meeting agenda: 

3.1. Ask the Finance Committee to explain their previous work/study on purchasing water from the 
MWRA.
